Greg Priglmeier is interested in investigating 
unseen connections to our environment. He binds 
his works together by small organized threads of 
similar thought. His paintings are laden with 
schematic shapes, thin layers of paint and textural 
spaces, offering questions about the relationship 
between mankind and the natural world.

Ideas come from our immediate surroundings to create images that respond to the impromptu 
networks that emerge within a city: traffic patterns, animal behavior, artificial environments and cultural 
changes. Ben and Greg's current work captures and documents the cultural, political and 
environmental conditions of an urban environment and offers both questions and answers for the 
viewer in a compelling contemporary viewpoint.
